The
three submissions in each category receiving top total point scores will be recognized as award
winners.

Club Bulletin Competition

Printed bulletins are judged according to criteria regarding content and design of the bulletin:
e Includes club, district, and RI information

e Provides information about club programs and activities

e Reflects best practices in print design and layout

To compete:
Mail six copies of your best printed bulletin to the House of Friendship (HoF) Chair; must be
received no later than 5:00 Pm on February 10", 2012.

Club Website Competition

Club websites are judged according to criteria regarding content and design of the website:
e Includes club, district, and RI information

e Provides information about club programs and activities

e Reflects best practices in website design and navigation

To compete:
Email your club website URL to the HoF Chair; must be received no later than 5:00 pm
on February 10", 2012.

Club Display Competition

Club displays are judged according to criteria regarding content and design of the display, which
can be a poster, tabletop display, scrapbook, or automated computer display:

e Highlights club name and the topic of the display

e Tells a compelling story related to the topic

e Uses resources creatively and effectively to engage the audience

Displays must address one of the following topics:

e Club Year Summary e 20/20 Vision e Youth/New
e International Project e Club Fun & Fellowship Generations
e Local Project e Club History Involvement
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To compete:

e Email your club name, selected display topic, and display format (see below) to the HoF
Chair; must be received no later than 5:00 PM on February 10", 2012. Be sure to indicate if
your display requires access to electricity.

e Set up your display in the House of Friendship no later than 10:00 Am Saturday, March 3,
2012; options are:
— Poster (maximum size 4’ x 6”); must provide your own easel
— 6-minute standalone computer display (e.g., scrolling PowerPoint)
— 6-foot table-top display
— Scrapbook

Other House of Friendship Displays

Your club can request space in the House of Friendship for displays other than the competition
topics. Available space will be awarded on a first-come/first-served basis.

To request a space:

e Email your club name and purpose for the display to the HoF Chair; must be received no
later than 5:00 PM on February 10", 2012. Be sure to indicate your display format (see
below) and whether your display requires access to electricity.

e Set up your display in the House of Friendship no later than 10:00 Am Saturday, March 3,
2012; options are:
— Poster (maximum size 4’ x 6”); must provide your own easel
— 6-minute standalone computer display (e.g., scrolling PowerPoint)
— 6-foot table-top display
— Scrapbook
